Neritic and oceanic tuna is one of the major pelagic fish found in this area. During the survey,
two occurrences of free schooling tuna were observed. They were jumping on the surface and
disappeared after 15 minutes. According to local residents, they also saw groups of Caranx
swimming just outside the lagoon (personal communication).
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
